Comments about the local Election from T om Cramer and Patricia Szot

The 2009 el ections in King County were marked by decisive victories for the Democratic Party up and
down the ballot. The Democrats swept every contested race in the county and hel ped beat back irresponsible
Republican-backed effortsin [-1033 and R-71 that would have crippled our state's schools and health care
system in the middle of recession and denied basic human rights to families in domestic partnerships. Some
of the most notable races included Dow Constantine winning in alandslide over Susan Hutchinson and the
election of Rob Holland as a strong progressive voice on the port commission.

Rather than recap the entire election results in this space, | would like to draw your attention to what is
perhaps the most overlooked story of the 2009 elections. The 2009 elections served as the culmination of a
Republican strategy for contesting electionsin King County and their loss in the race for the King County
Executive has serious implications for the future of the Republican Party in King County.

It is bad enough to lose by an overwhelming margin at the top of the ticket as the Democrat Dow
Constantine routed Susan Hutchinson by a margin of 58.42% to 41.40%. What makes this even worse for
King County Republicansisthat it calls into question their overal strategy for winning elections. As the
national Republican Party has become radicalized in the past decade, the local Republicans have followed
along with the conspiracy theories and wild rhetoric that has increasingly removed them from the
mainstream of King County. Simply put, to get through a Republican primary candidates must hold
positions that make them unelectable in King County.

To combat this, Republicans adopted a strategy of pushing for more races in King County to be non-partisan
so that their candidates do not have to bear the stigma of having an “R” next to their name. The 2009 race
for County Executive was the first test case for this strategy and going into the campaign it seemed like the
perfect situation for a Republican to win. Hutchinson was in many ways an ideal candidate for this election.
She had the name recognition of working asa TV news anchor and the conservative credentials that come
from working for a decade at the infamous Discovery Institute. Her complete lack of experience was a plus
in this case as she was able to claim that she was not actually a Republican in the non-partisan race. Her
campaign was well-funded and professionally run by a California consulting firm and she was facing an
experienced member of the council at atime of crisis.



Despite all of these advantages, Hutchinson barely improved on David Irons showing against Ron Simsin
2005 when Irons did not even get 40% of the vote. For all of their Machiavellian maneuvering and belief
that King County voters would be unable to see through their disguise, they lost, and lost badly. One would
think that the next step isto nominate common sense candidates in the mold of Dan Evans, but that
Republican Party is 30 yearsin the past.

Similar behavior was observed in Pierce County. In Pierce County measures that the Republican Party had
encouraged such as Rank Choice voting and removing term limits have been voted down. Also, Julie
Anderson, a Democrat, defeated long-standing Republican Jan Shabro. Asin King County, the Republican
strategy of having positions be considered non-partisan demonstrated that the people were not fool ed.
Everyone knows that a person’s political leaning will dictate the policies they will endorse or push whilein
that “non-partisan” office.
